Absence Makes The Heart Grow Fonder:
I left my heart alone,
My absence was present,
Yet...
Fonder, it did not grow.

Actions Speak Louder Than Words:
I asked my actions,
In hushed tones,
How loudly they could speak.
I received no reply.

All's Well, That Ends Well:
When my day ended well,
Nothing else seemed to be...
I had regrets from earlier on,
All was not at ease.


Bark Is Worse Than One's Bite:
I nipped my dog on the nose,
His bark was but a yip.
He jumped up and bit my own,
Which is now bleeding from it's tip.

Beauty Is Only Skin Deep:
With this, I cannot disagree...
My cat was so pretty,
But then,
I ripped off all it's skin.

Similes & Metaphors Examples
The Base Stealer (by Robert Francis)
Poised between going on and back, pulled
Both ways taut like a tightrope-walker…

 

I Wandered Lonely as a Cloud (by William Wordsworth)
I wandered lonely as a cloud
That floats on high o’er vales and hills…

 

Hope is the Thing with Feathers (by Emily Dickinson)
“Hope” is the thing with feathers
That perches in the soul—
And sings the tune without the words—
And never stops—at all…

 

Sea-Fever (by John Masefield)
I must go down to the seas again, to the vagrant gypsy life,
To the gull’s way and the whale’s way, where the wind’s like a whetted knife…

When it’s time for dinner, I’m as hungry as a tiger!

Last night at dinner, I was a tiger attacking my food!

Hyperbole Examples
Thanksgiving

A mountain of baby carrots,
a turkey the size of a cow.
a river full of gravy
a dog that says meow
Every pie known to man
and gallons full of ice cream.
By the time my dinner is over
I surely won’t be lean.

My Dog

His bark breaks the sound barrier
His nose is as cold as an ice box.
A wag of his tail causes hurricanes
His jumping causes falling rocks.
He eats a mountain of dog food
And drinks a waterfall dry.
But though he breaks the bank
He’s the apple of my eye.

Summertime is Here

My tongue is a piece of sandpaper
I’m dissolving into a puddle.
I want to dive into a snowdrift
Though I’m sure that would befuddle
Open me up, my organs are cooked
I think I’m now well done.
You can fry an egg upon my brow
As I melt away in the sun!

ONOMOTOPOEIA Examples

The bacon sizzled in the frying pan.
Boom!  The cannon shot sounded.

Personification Examples

Hey diddle, Diddle,

The cat and the fiddle,

The cow jumped over the moon;

The little dog laughed

To see such sport,

And the dish ran away with the spoon.

There's a cat named Joe and you wouldn't want to know

But he thinks he'd like to be a Hippopotamus

And it sounds very strange, and he really wants to change

And in that way he's just like a lot of us

Oh, it wouldn't be so bad if he was certified as mad

But he's not... he holds a normal conversation

It's just that within he's in a different kind of skin

And it causes him a lot of botheration
My food loves to prance, to jump, to dance;

I wait for the time, I wait for the chance!

As mommy goes in and out of the room; tables and chairs become their ballroom!

I flick my fingers; swing my wrist.

Beans and turkey are doing the twist!

Peas, plums, apples or mangos;

on to the walls, they're doing the tango.

Examples of Alliteration:

Betty Botter by Mother Goose
Betty Botter bought some butter, but, she said, the butter’s bitter; if I put it in my batter it will make my batter bitter, but a bit of better butter will make my batter better.

So she bought a bit of butter better than her bitter butter, and she put it in her batter and the batter was not bitter. So ’twas better Betty Botter bought a bit of better butter.
Alliteration has also become a common tool in advertising. Check out these two examples:

· “You'll never put a better bit of butter on your knife." (advertising slogan 
for Country Life butter)

· "The daily diary of the American dream." (a slogan of The Wall Street 
Journal)
Examples of Assonance:

Hickory Dickory Dock,
The mouse ran up the clock, 
The clock struck one,
The mouse ran down,
Hickory Dickory Dock!
'Poetry is old, ancient, goes back far. It is among the oldest of living things. So old it is that no man knows how and why the first poems came'.
Fleet feet sweep by sleeping geese.
Examples of Irony:

WINDOWPANE
Dear windowpane-
I’ve been thinking
When I don’t know where to lean
Or where to cry or laugh or scheme
Or where to leap or touch or kiss
Or what to open or scratch or knick
You’ve always been there.
Thank Heaven! the crisis,
The danger is past,
And the lingering illness
Is over at last,
And the fever called "Living"
Is conquered at last.

The sea-worm crawls — grotesque, slimed, dumb, indifferent.
